SEMINAR DESCRIPTION:

Artificial Intelligence (Al) has the potential to significantly impact the lives of individuals with disabilities by
improving assistive technology and support systems. This includes the direct use of Al tools by students as
assistive technology, and the use of Al tools by AT professionals, therapists and educators to develop lesson
plans and learning resources for their students. This session will explore some of the ways students and
educators can use Al, along with the implications, benefits and challenges associated with the use of Al in this
context. Participants will learn what Al is and is not and will be introduced to a variety of tools that
integrate Al. Participants will explore ways to use Al to increase access to resources, provide feedback in
real time, enhance productivity, create customized instructional materials and support professional learning.
The pitfalls of Al will also be discussed, including how to avoid them while integrating Al in an AT toolbox.
