and dinner-Monday, Tuesday), including fruits and vegetables.

o Freeze vegetables according to established guidelines during the season for use
during the winter months.

o Create an end-of-season harvest celebration using vegetables grown and invite
family members, grantors, and CCLS leaders to attend.
